Woods Working:    
òA Creation Storyó 

 

 òIn the beginning . . .ó Many stories about how our world came to be and 

how it works now begin with these words. Some people believe that you know 

a group best when you understand its creation story. The DNA established at 

that moment in time forever describes its ongoing life through time. My father 

often said, òI gave my children the most I ever did at the moment of 

conception.ó 

How did this congregation begin its life and how has that affected 

everything since? We know that, in 1901, a group of interested businessmen 

with a civic bend led by Horace McKay called upon the American Unitarian 

Association to send a minister to provide professional leadership for a new 

congregation here in Indianapolis. There had been more than one attempt to 

do this before, but each faded with loss of leadership. The new church was to 

be a church of òAll Souls,ó or All Souls Unitarian Church.  

Finally, on May 3, 1903, courtesy of the AUA, the Rev. Elmer E. Newbert 

offered the first worship service at the Hebrew Temple. On May 11, a gathering 

in a private home of one member led to the decision to formally organize the 

church, with by -laws and a governing board. On October 18, 1903, All Souls 

was formally recognized by the AUA as a Unitarian Church. The Rev. Dr. Frank 

Wicks, who served as minister from 1905 through 1938, publicly described All 

Souls as òA Religious Center with a Civic Circumference.ó That became the 

motto for the church and has been its mission throughout decades of direct 

involvement in this city.  

You told me that story and many more during our times of òstory-telling.ó 

At the end of the second evening we looked for themes. You selected: 1) 

person -centered power base of businessmen, 2) activity moving forward in 

waves inspired by individuals, 3) expectations of excellent preaching and fine 

music, and 4) repeated salvation by committed individuals who stepped into 

crises and helped keep the church alive.  

You also pointed out patterns that have consistently arisen: 1) lack of 

communication with the whole, 2) lack of information given to all concerned, 

3) a sense of secrecy, and 4) a respect for the privacy of people that 

sometimes verged on secrecy as well. We will be addressing these concerns 

over the year and a half remaining of this interim until you select a new fully -

settled minister.  

I am pleased and honored to have heard you and to serve you through 

this period of intentional change.

 Summary of October 2011  
Survey Of All Soulsõ Members 

 
The stewardship committee conducted a survey of members and friends simultaneous with the fall stew-
ardship canvass.  We deemed a survey to be necessary because All Souls is in a transition period. The 
survey asked the following questions:  
 

1.  What inspires you about All Souls Unitarian Church? What made you certain that this is your 
church home?  What programs do you most value? 

 
2.  What ð if anything - has made you uncertain about All Souls as a church?  How could we have 
done things differently?  

 
3.  What dreams are yet to be fulfilled ð or even voiced?  What do you wish to see All Souls do? 

 
Over 50 members of the congregation volunteered to conduct a face -to-face survey with  100 % of the 
members and friends.   One hundred eighteen members and friends participated in the survey either by 
completing the survey themselves or by participating in an interview. The potential pool of respondents 
was 300.  While the term ômembersõ is used throughout this summary, it does include ôfriendsõ of the 
Church.  Most answers to questions were general and without detail.  Thus the summary that follows is 
lacking in specifics.  Statements that an activity or program is essential are my conclusions after reading 
and tallying the responses.  
 
Questions in group 1:   
Answers to the first two questions overlapped.  There was high degree of agreement among the replies.  

Members appreciate that a diversity of religious beliefs is welcomed here; religious liberalism is 
at home here; freedom of expression, exchange of ideas, and intellectual inquiry thrive here.  
People feel they can express their ideas and opinions safely here. That All Souls has no dogma is 
very appealing. Unitarian philosophy, humanism, and spirituality are valued.  This is a welcoming 
church.  Members are felt to be committed and friendly.  Members feel at home here . The ser-
mons of the Reverends Jack Mendleson, Paul Beattie, Ed Harris, and Bruce Clear were inspira-
tional and   intellectually stimulating.  The interim minister, Reverend Dr. Gretchen Woods is 
strongly supported for her dynamism, energy, inspiring sermons, and òspeaking her own mindó.  
 

The last question in group 1 had a wide variety of responses. The ôvalued programsõ are listed in de-
scending order from the most mentioned to least mentioned.  

Small Groups are enjoyed by many members. More groups are wanted. Small groups are essential 
to this church community.  
 
The choir, organ/piano music, and the whole music program are greatly enjoyed by those in the 
choir and the congregation.  This program is considered a strong and important asset of the 
Church. This is a core program of All Souls and is essential. 
 
Religious education for children is essential.  Young families will not attend here without one.  
Several thought Our Whole Lives (O.W.L.) program was  worthwhile.  There is a desire among 
some to strengthen the high school program, initiate programs for college age and adults through 
age 45, and initiate a program for the GLBT community.  
 
Many found intellectual stimulation in the Sunday 9:30 -10:30 adult forum and the 10:30 AM ser-
vice. Intellectually stimulating sermons are prized by this congregation. Both are integral to All 
Souls. 
 
Two social gatherings are highly appreciated.  They are the Channing Club and the social hour 
after Sunday services. 
 
Other activities, services, and programs mentioned by fewer numbers were the fall retreat, art 
exhibits in the atrium, library, Friday evening pitch -in dinners and movies, singles group, and

 Summary of October 2011  Survey  Of All Soulsõ Membersñcontinued 
 

Questions in group 2: 
The recent situation regarding the departure of the Director of Religious Education  touched 
most, but not all, of the respondents.  There was a full range of opinions offered regarding this 
major issue.     Respondents mentioned often the lack of communication and of knowing the 
facts.  Membersõ behavior, members leaving the church, and lack of verbal civility surrounding 
this issue seemed a surprise and a breaking of the Churchõs covenant to some. To others there 
seemed unfairness and a lack of compassion in the process leading up to her departure.  
 
Unrelated to the above issue, replies  revealed that a significant number of members and friends 
have drifted away from All Souls because of changing interests, because of schedule conflicts, 
and because they now attend another church.  
 
Minority views also were expressed.  Members should be more accepting of conservative view-
points and should be more tolerant of Christianity and Christian symbols. The Church needs to 
make room for both spiritual and intellectual pursuits.  
 
A few offered remarks about how the Church is operated.  There is a lack of transparency. The 
Church is run by insiders, perhaps a clique. Personnel practices need to be more professional; all 
employees of the Church should receive written performance reviews.   
 

Questions in Group 3: 
 
This last category of questions generated the most comments.  Issues are listed in descending order 
from the most mentioned to the least mentioned.   

 
An overwhelming desire of members is that All Souls not only survive, but grow and attract 
younger generations to the Church.  
 
There is a pervasive desire in this congregation to be active in community affairs whether it will 
be social justice or environmental issues or some other yet undetermined issue.  
 
Members listed the qualifications desired in our future minister.  He/she needs to offer pastoral 
care, be a people person, be a minister to the whole congregation, be active in the Indianapolis 
community, be dynamic.  
 
A significant number of members suggested improvement of the Religious Education Department. 
It should be òstrengthened, improved, and rehabilitatedó.  Better training for the teachers was 
suggested. 
 
A significant number of members thought we need to be better at welcoming new members, in-
tegrating them into the All Souls community, and retaining them.  We, also, need to pay more 
attention to visitors when they attend the social hour.  
 
Several  want better and more communication within the Church.  
 
Several want  the speakersõ program òFrontiers of Knowledgeó revived. 
 
Smaller numbers of members want to see more:  

ɻintergenerational connections and activities at All Souls, 
 
ɻperforming arts, 

 
ɻcelebration of other faiths and cultures,
