Woods Working:   
“Aspiration” 

         Some people seem driven by the need to accomplish 
wondrous things. I suppose Steve Jobs was such a person. 
His desperate need to create useful and beautiful things 
drove him to great heights in both design and technology. He 
was difficult to live with, volatile, and subject to wild mood 
swings. Yet, would you be willing to do without the devices 
that he originated? His aspiration was highly successful, and 
none of us will ever know the toll it took on him. 

Other people find that circumstances force them to 
accomplish great things, even though they never intended to. 
Martin Luther King, Jr. experienced that. He felt too young to 
lead a movement that would change the world. He was 
forced into leadership by those who saw huge potential he 
did not envision. 

The aspiration that drove him was the belief that religion 
should change the world, transforming the lives of its 
followers and the world in which they live for the better. He 
wrote, “Any religion that professes to be concerned with the 
souls of men and is not concerned with the slums that damn 
them, the economic conditions that strangle them, and the 
social conditions that cripple them is a dry-as-dust religion.” 

Whether or not we feel that we are driven to transform 
the world, simply choosing to be a Unitarian Universalist is a 
step toward a larger vision of possibility in life. The choice will 
open you to other choices that may yet prove to create the 
circumstances that also create aspiration of a deeper sort for 
you.
